SUNRISE TOUR

View the sunrise
at Masada

Rise and shine — a few hours before
the sun rises, participants in this

tour arrive at the eastern side of the
infamous desert fortress of Masada.
After a quick cup of coffee and some
cookies, the trek up the mountain
begins with an expert tour guide.
About an hour later, you'll arrive at
the top of Masada, with the sun rising
above the Moab Mountains.

After witnessing this extraordinary
view, tour guides offer background
information on the region’s history
and then participants take a cable car
down to visit the Masada Museum.
Before heading to the Dead Sea (where
floating in the lowest point on Earth
is encouraged), everyone has the
opportunity to hike at the Ein Gedi
Natural Reserve, a haven in Israel.
